month) and $110,916 ($9,243 per month) annually. All
MLAs receive non-contributory parliamentary pension and
health care benefits. It goes without saying that the
Chamber membership and the community in general are
intensely interested in the views and opinions of the candi-
dates before determining the 15 who will be elected to lead
the nation for the next four years. If you compare the
Government to a large community-based business, you’d
probably want to ensure that the persons who are asked to
sign four year contracts can lead and manage effectively.
Otherwise, the good ship Cayman may venture off course. 

THE FORUMS: The Chamber’s District Candidates’
Forums allows each candidate an opportunity to express
their positions on the major issues. Residents in each 
district are strongly encouraged to attend and participate in
the forums. There will be an opportunity for residents to
submit questions. This is the fifth series of district forums
organized by the Chamber of Commerce before a general
election.
